Synopsis: As previously depicted in this report the Brockport Police Department,
during the Third Quarter of 2010, handled 3,793 calls for service, made 44
criminal and violation arrests, 12 DWI arrests, took 33 criminal mischief reports,
26 family trouble reports, 10 burglary reports, 8 grand larceny reports, and a
number of other reports. In addition Brockport Police made 359 Vehicle and
Traffic arrests that included 92 speeding tickets, 15 aggravated unlicensed
operation tickets, 23 un-inspected motor vehicle tickets, 419 parking tickets and
took 40 Motor Vehicle Accidents.
